Summary: According to modern historiography, the eleventh century is viewed as a
period when deviations from the acceptable rule, which are found from the end of
the ninth and throughout the tenth century and are treated as inherent
contradictions, gradually transform into dynamic coherent trends. Within the
framework of the seminar, the aim is to search the Macedonian era for actions and
events that did not result exclusively from political expediencies, but were the
product of personal preferences and an expression of emotions on the part of the
protagonists, constituting individual choices that broke free from the stifling
collective boundaries.

Against this background, an examination will be made of, inter alia, interpersonal
relations and family ties, as well as of the choice of romantic partners or spouses,
both within the confines of the Great Palace and in Constantinopolitan society, as
well as in the periphery, to the degree permitted by the textual sources available. In
addition, the aim is to trace the objections that were raised -if that was the case-
towards what strayed from what was generally accepted, but also to highlight the
direct and indirect consequences of individual choices in various sectors of imperial
politics.

Summary: In 1951, Pehlivanides Publications, with a long history in the field of
printing and children's books, decided to publish the "Classics Illustrated" series in
Greece (“KAaowda Ewovoypagnpeva”), based on the American series. The latter was
released in October 1941 with the original title Classic Comics and aimed at adapting
classic works of world literature into comics. In the 34th issue, the name was changed
to Classics Illustrated and continued to be published until 1962, when it was
discontinued.

In October 1953, the first issue of an "in-house" series appeared which, with more
than 60 issues, drew its subject matter from Greek mythology and the history of
Greece (ancient, medieval/Byzantine and modern).

In the context of the seminar, the aim will be to investigate, on the one hand, the
feasibility of the selection of specific themes and figures from the history of the
Byzantine state in the context of post-civil war Greece, and on the other hand, the
way in which they are used for the education of young people.

On a second level, and since the themes included five female figures as opposed to
eight male ones, the portrayal of Byzantine women in these works will be presented.
Particular emphasis will be placed on answering the question of whether the authors
of the texts - the majority of them literary writers - and the visual artists were
influenced by contemporary perceptions and stereotypes regarding Byzantine
women or ignored even those perceptions and stereotypes along with the historical
truth.

Summary: In this course, taking Byzantium as the core and fundamental field of
analysis of international developments over the last two centuries of its history, we
will examine the international environment in a medieval context from a new
perspective: that of the international relations established by the Palaiologan
emperors in their search for consensus and coexistence with the Christian and
Muslim powers on the world stage. This new perspective was dictated by the

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globalized Cosmo system of the late Middle Ages, the intercultural driving force
behind the historical process. In the process of global interconnection, Byzantium’s
role, its international behavior and its trajectory could not be analyzed or evaluated
in isolation, but only in the wider political, cultural and economic context of its
interconnection with other powers.
